6 Days

DAY 1 ALBUQUERQUE / LAUGHLIN
We are off to Bransonfest as we drive across the colorful
deserts of northern New Mexico and Arizona. We lodge one
night in Laughlin.

DAY 2 LAS VEGAS / MESQUITE
We drive to Las Vegas where we visit two casinos, then con-
tinue to Mesquite where we lodge three nights.

Then
it’s homeward bound seeing the colorful deserts of northern
Arizona and New Mexico from a new perspective.
